3. R IC O  received a request for investigation from  the B oard after R espondent


disclosed a crim inal conviction on a renew al application.


4. R IC O  alleges that R espondent pled guilty in 

State of H aw aii v. C hristine N . 


C hock,  C r. N o. 07-1-1256 to charges including crim inal use of a credit card and identity theft in


the 2nd  degree. A  true and correct copy of the A m ended Judgm ent of C onviction and Probation


in State of H aw aii v. C hristine N . C hock,  C r. N o. 07-1-1256, is attached as E xhibit "1." T his


Exhibit has been redacted.


5. The foregoing allegations, if proven at an adm inistrative hearing before the B oard,


w ould constitute violations of the follow ing statute(s) and/or rule(s): H aw aii R evised Statutes


("FIR S") § 438-14(a)(7) (conduct constituting fraudulent or dishonest dealings).


6. 

The B oard has jurisdiction over the subject m atter herein and over the parties


hereto.


B. R EPR ESEN TA TIO N S B Y  R ESPO N D EN T: 


1. 

R espondent is fully aw are that R espondent has the right to be represented by an


attorney and voluntarily w aives that right.


2. 

R espondent enters into this Settlem ent A greem ent freely, know ingly, voluntarily,


and under no coercion or duress.

R espondent does not adm it to violating any law  or rule, but acknow ledges that


R IC O  has sufficient cause to file a Petition for D isciplinary A ction against R espondent's license.


R espondent states she applied for credit using fraudulent identification. R espondent states at the


tim e she w as out of w ork. R espondent states that since that tim e she has successfully com pleted


drug treatm ent. R espondent states the incident did not, in any w ay, involve a custom er.


6. 

R espondent enters into this Settlem ent A greem ent as a com prom ise of the claim s


and to conserve on the expenses of proceeding w ith an adm inistrative hearing on this m atter.

R espondent agrees that this Settlem ent A greem ent is intended to resolve the

R espondent agrees to pay an adm inistrative fine in the


am ount of FIV E H U N D R ED  A N D  N O /100 D O LLA R S ($500.00). Paym ents w ill be m ade in


m onthly installm ents of at least $50.00. T he first paym ent w ill be due w ithin thirty (30) days of


the approval of this Settlem ent A greem ent by the B oard. Subsequent paym ents w ill be due every


30 days. Paym ents shall be m ade by cashier's check or m oney order m ade payable to

Failure to C om ply w ith Settlem ent A greem ent. If R espondent fails to fully and


tim ely com ply w ith the term s of this Settlem ent A greem ent as set forth in paragraph(s) C .1


through C .3 above, R espondent's license shall be autom atically revoked upon R IC O 's filing of an


affidavit w ith the B oard attesting to such failure. In case of such revocation, R espondent shall


turn in all indicia of the license to the Executive O fficer of the B oard w ithin ten (10) days after


receipt of notice of the revocation. In case of such revocation, R espondent understands


R espondent cannot apply for a new  license until the expiration of at least five (5) years after the


effective date of the revocation. R espondent understands that if R espondent desires to becom e


licensed again, R espondent m ust apply to the B oard for a new  license pursuant to and subject to


H R S §§ 92-17, 436B -21, and all other applicable law s and rules in effect at the tim e.

O ther than the m atters specifically


stated in this Settlem ent A greem ent, neither R IC O  nor anyone acting on its behalf has m ade any


representation of fact, opinion or prom ise to R espondent to induce entry into this Settlem ent


A greem ent, and R espondent is not relying upon any statem ent, representation or opinion or


prom ise m ade by R IC O  or any of its agents, em ployees, representatives or attorneys concerning


the nature, extent or duration of exposure to legal liability arising from  the subject m atter of this


Settlem ent A greem ent or concerning any other m atter.

C om plete A greem ent. This Settlem ent A greem ent is a com plete settlem ent of the


rights, responsibilities and liabilities of the parties hereto w ith respect to the subject m atter


hereof; contains the entire agreem ent of the parties; and m ay only be m odified, changed or


am ended by w ritten instrum ent duly executed by all parties hereto.
